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BACKGROUND  
The staff memorandum prepared for the January 24th combined session with the City Council and 
Planning and Zoning Commission provided important background information as to the role of the state 
and the timeline for implementation of the recently approved state law for medical marijuana.  The staff 
memorandum from the work session is attached for reference and as a component of this report.  Also 
carried over from the work session are reference materials from various sources to assist in the 
understanding of these uses, particularly as they relate to land use components. 
 
This staff report and the associated draft zoning ordinance amendments will focus on the land use 
impacts for medical marijuana as allowed by state law.  These proposed amendments are reflective of 
the direction received at the work session which is to develop regulations that focus primarily on 
minimizing any negative impacts that these facilities could create and to avoid being unnecessarily 
restrictive. 
 
State law provides the general parameters for municipalities to regulate the land use aspects of medical 
marijuana uses within the framework of time, place and manner.  Specifically, the amendment contains 
the following provision: 
 

Unless allowed by the local government, no new Medical Marijuana Cultivation Facility, 
Medical Marijuana Testing Facility, Medical Marijuana Testing Facility, Medical Marijuana 
Dispensary Facility or Medical Marijuana-Infused Products Manufacturing Facility shall be 
initially sited within one-thousand feet of any then-existing elementary or secondary school, 
child day-care center, or church.  No local government shall prohibit Medical Marijuana 
Cultivation Facilities, Medical Marijuana-Infused Products Manufacturing Facilities, or Medical 
Marijuana Dispensary Facilities, or entities with a transportation certification either expressly or 
through enactment of ordinances or regulations that make their operation unduly burdensome in 
the jurisdiction.  However, local governments may enact ordinances or regulations not in 
conflict with this section, or with regulations enacted pursuant to this section, governing the 
time, place and manner of operation of such facilities in the locality.  A local government may 
establish civil penalties for violation of an ordinance or regulation governing the time, place and 
manner of operation of a Medical Marijuana-Infused Products Manufacturing Facility, Medical 
Marijuana Dispensary Facility, or entity holding a transportation certification that may operate 
in such locality. 

 
Based on this information, the four (4) essential land use components of the constitutional amendment 
legalizing medical marijuana are defined as follows: 
 
MEDICAL MARIJUANA CULTIVATION FACILITY:  a facility  licensed by the State of Missouri to 
acquire, cultivate, process, store, transport, and sell marijuana to a Medical Marijuana Dispensary 
Facility, Medical Marijuana Testing Facility, or to a Medical-Infused Products Manufacturing Facility.  
   
MEDICAL MAR IJUANA DISPENSARY FACILITY: a facility licensed by the State of 
Missouri to acquire, store, sell, transport, and deliver marijuana, marijuana-infused 
products and drug paraphernalia used to administer marijuana in accordance with applicable law and 
regulations. 
 
MEDICAL MARIJUANA -INFUSED PRODUCTS MANUFACTURING FACILITY: a facility licensed 
by the State of Missouri, to acquire, store, manufacture, transport, and sell 
marijuana-infused products to a Medical Marijuana Dispensary Facility, a Medical 
Marijuana Test Facility, or to another Medical Marijuana-Infused Projects 
Manufacturing Facility. 
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products and drug paraphernalia used to administer marijuana in accordance with applicable law 
and regulations. 
 
MEDICAL MARIJUANA-INFUSED PRODUCTS MANUFACTURING FACILITY: a facility licensed 
by the State of Missouri, to acquire, store, manufacture, transport, and sell 
marijuana-infused products to a Medical Marijuana Dispensary Facility, a Medical 
Marijuana Test Facility, or to another Medical Marijuana-Infused Projects 
Manufacturing Facility. 
 
MEDICAL MARIJUANA TESTING FACILITY: a facility certified by the State of Missouri, 
to acquire, test, certify, and transport marijuana. 
 

SECTION 3.  Section 405.450 Permitted Uses is amended to include a new Subsection G as 
follows: 

G  Medical Marijuana Dispensary Facility (NAICS CC453999) and Medical Marijuana 
Testing Facility (NAICS CC541381) as defined in Section 405.120, which abide by 
all applicable laws and regulations, are permitted uses in the zoning districts as 
shown in Table A Permitted and Conditional Uses, but no such use shall be sited 
within one thousand (1,000) feet of any then-existing elementary or secondary 
school, child day-care center or church. 

SECTION 4.  Section 405.470 Conditional Uses is amended to include a new entry to 
Subsection A as follows: 

33. Medical Marijuana Cultivation Facility (NAICS CC111419) and Medical Marijuana-
Infused Products Manufacturing Facility (NAICS CC325415) as defined in Section 
405.120, which abide by all applicable laws and regulations, are conditional uses in 
the zoning districts as shown in Table A Permitted and Conditional Uses, subject to 
the following specific standards: 

a.  No such use shall be sited within one thousand (1,000) feet of any then-existing 
elementary or secondary school, child day-care center or church.  

b.  No marijuana-related use or facility shall emit an odor or in any way cause a 
public nuisance per Section 405.550 or Chapter 215, as applicable. The applicant 
shall demonstrate that the appropriate systems will be provided to prevent any 
odor of marijuana or fumes from leaving the facility. 

c.  Marijuana cultivation and processing activities shall occur only within an 
enclosed building.    

SECTION 5. This ordinance shall become effective in accordance with Section 3.11 (g) of the 
City Charter.
